Since retiring from active ministry, she has enjoyed
being able to sit with her husband, Steve, in worship. | have encouraged her to not feel
that she has to be on the platform every Sunday for every service. We are grateful for her
willingness to serve among us and pray that our church will be a blessing to the Pickles,
even as we anticipate they will be a blessing to us.

By now you have certainly noticed the new piano purchased just before Christmas,
thanks to the generosity of a number of individuals and groups in our church. A new
laser projector and electric screen for the sanctuary have also been ordered and shipped.
One of my goals this year is to improve our sound system to be more dependable and
functional! | have often said that having a church is like having a teenager: every time
you turn around, there’s an expense. But we are so blessed to be a part of a great church
that is making a difference in our community and beyond for Jesus.
